The Honorable Johnny Ford, Founder/Secretary General of the World Conference of Mayors, Inc. will be hosting a Broadband/Census Summit on August 14-15, 2009, on the campus of Historic Tuskegee University at the beautiful Kellogg Center.   Ford will be joining forces with the Honorable Harry C.
